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We have your back!

The Door County Republican Party recently held a meet and greet with Senator Ron Johnson, at the Door County Fire Bar and Grill in Sturgeon Bay. Ask expected we were asked to reserve a parking place near the venue. Unfortunately that predictability can make a candidate a sitting target.
To reduce the obvious risks all candidates face, we recommend placing orange cones at more than one, mutually exclusive, parking stall close to alternative entrances to the venue. For example, for a planned “meet and greet” at the Door County Fire bar and grill, we did the following.
· We placed three cones in the public parking lot close to the buildings rear entrance.

· We also placed three cones in the parking lot behind the ERA Starr Reality building, which allowed candidates the option of going through the ERA building coming out on 3rd avenue turning left down the sidewalk and entering Door County Fire through the front door next to an elevator and staircase to the second level.

· When the event is over, it’s wise to leave out another exit. For example, if in the above case study, Senator Johnson chose to enter the front of the building, he’d leave through the back. mission (FEc) agreed to pay

$25,000 to the National
Rifle Association for failing to
turn over documents that were
needed by the Nra to defend itself
against an election lawsuit from a
gun-control group.

This agreement covers the costs
NRA lawyers spent in its Freedom of
Information Act (ro1a) efforts to try
to get the truth out of the rec. This
$25,000 fee is on the heels of an FEC
decision to hand over thousands of
pages of documents.

According to the documents, the

To this, Randy Kozuch, NRA-ILA
executive director, said, “The NRA
agrees with Commissioner Cook-
sey that the documents here never
should have been withheld by the
FEC, but we are pleased that the FEC
is paying the NRrA a historic $25,000
to cover costs litigating this issue.”
